Minutes- PLD Executive Board Meeting

December 1, 2006

Salem  Public Library

Linda Lybecker called the meeting to order at 10:30 am, and reviewed the agenda.  Mary suggested that we should begin looking into joint planning for the OLA/WLA conference in 2008.

The program schedule at OLA is pretty well set. 

On the preconference:  Max will contact SSD to agree that their co-sponsorship of the Laurel Singer preconference means that costs and revenues will be split in half between PLD and SSD.

Max will contact Laurel to ask if there are additional costs beyond our agreed upon fee, such as the cost of handouts.  Laurel can choose to get a check at the conference or to invoice us.  Robin will send Max a template for a simple contract for Laurel.  The original of the signed contract will go to Linda L., with a copy to Suzanne Sager at Support Staff Division.

We have agreed to support the Intellectual Freedom Committee’s preconference with $500.  Linda will investigate whether the money is a “gift” or seed money for the program.

The line up for PLD programs was discussed, and PLD liaisons identified.  The liaison is normally expected to attend the program and welcome the speakers, and may play a role in facilitating Audio-Visual equipment and reproducing handouts. The liaison may also collect, compile, and report on evaluations of programs.

Mary is working on dinner arrangements—a buffet.

Linda noted that OLA policies permitted paying mileage over 100 miles for attending meetings.  The forms are on the OLA web site.  Forms should be sent to her for approval.

The minutes of the September meeting were reviewed, and a remarkable number of errors noted.  Mary moved that the minutes be accepted as corrected.  Carol seconded, and approval was unanimous. Linda L. asked that the minutes be sent to her for distribution through the PLD mailing list.

A discussion of the Standards for Public Libraries.  We need to rename the standards (they're not all 2000 standards any more) and note updated sections with the dates of approval, on the web site.

The standards for "Staff" and "Materials" were approved by the PLD membership, and will be taken to the OLA Executive board.  The standards for "Community Involvement" were discussed, and some suggestions for amended language were made. Carol will revise the Community Involvement standards and send a draft to the board.

Considerable care was given to the word "adequate" in the standards.  Discussion of possible alternate language continues.

The board considered a request from Deschutes Public Library to help sponsor a model reference behavior training workshop. The board agreed that, while we could not contribute financially, we could help to advertise the opportunity, and would consider supporting statewide workshops conducted by people trained at the Deschutes workshops.

Linda reported on the OLA Executive Board Meeting.

The Public Library Division Board meeting originally scheduled for February 23 was cancelled and replaced with a meeting in Corvallis on February 16th.

The meeting adjourned at 2:15 pm.
