MINUTES OF OREGON LIBRARY ASSOCIATION (OLA) PUBLIC LIBRARY DIVISION  (PLD) BOARD MEETING OF September 11, 2009

Attending:
 Robin Beerbower, Todd Dunkelberg, Reita Fackerell, Su Ikeda Ludahl, Victoria Oglesbee, Steve Skidmore, Ted Smith.

Todd called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM.  Introductions were made, and each person told what they did this summer.  Lunch arrangements were discussed.
Su moved and Robin seconded to approve the minutes of the June 19 meeting.  Ayes: all.
Governance standards.  Steve pointed out the clarifying language he used, that libraries were to be “publicly managed” in order to meet standards. The OLA Board would like to see some additional verbiage added to that sentence.  Todd will send new language in an email, and we can vote on the change.

Technology standards.  Steve will follow up with Buzzy of the North Bend Library and his colleagues re: revision of these standards.  Let his group make recommendations to us.  
Finance review.  Our Enterprise Fund account has a current balance of $7,776.97 as of 6/30/09.  That figure does not include the $1,155 net we earned from the 2009 preconference.  We have no major expenses planned for this year because of the 2010 PLA Conference in Portland.  The PLD enterprise fund is healthier than it has ever been.
Scholarships to 2010 PLA conference.  To grant two (2) $500 scholarships was our intent.  Robin received four applications.  Robin moved and Su seconded to grant four (4) scholarships @ $400 each.  Ayes: all. 

2010 HOLA grant program will be year #3 of a three-year program and will be for 2010 PLA Conference scholarships.  

OLA Board report.  The last meeting was in Ashland.  Lots of discussion re: the viability of PNLA with no resolution.  There was a report on Oregon Reads, which was very successful.  PLD bylaws changes were approved.  Professional Administrative Services will no longer provide services to OLA.  PLD governance standards were also a topic of discussion.  There was discussion about future issues of OLA Quarterly being in an on-line format vs. a print format.
Todd reviewed the rotation of PLD board members.  They are as follows:

· Position #3/Reita Fackerell (expires in 2010)

· Position #4/Ted Smith (expires in 2010)

Technology petting zoo workshop will be in Tualatin on November 13.  Call for proposals due on October 5 for morning presentations. Su will do publicity and Abigail will recruit vendors for the afternoon session, which will be hands-on demonstrations.  Todd is working on “dead” technology for the afternoon session.  Registration fee will be $25, and Robin will create a registration form.  There will be a PLD Board meeting/dinner that evening.  Robin will look into Stamford’s for the meeting and dinner.  

Meeting schedule:  November 13, 2009, in Tualatin, following the workshop.  January 29, 2010, for a virtual meeting.  All of us will look into access to technology for video conferencing in our communities and let Todd know by November 13.  Tuesday, March 23, 2010, for PLA Conference—OLA will have a dinner that night at Kell’s as well as an OLA Board meeting @ 5 PM that day.  Vicky will schedule a room at both the downtown Multnomah Library and her branch (Holgate) for our meeting at PLA.  June 11, 2010 in Salem.  July 9, 2009, in Salem.  All meetings will be at 11:00 AM. 
Robin will do a new PLD Board roster list with cell, home, library phone #s, and email addresses. 

Robin encouraged attendance at Pacific Northwest Bookseller’s Conference in Portland—she attended this year and found it quite valuable.
