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The primary focus of the PLD executive board remains bringing high-quality workshops and programs to the annual OLA conference, continuing to revise the Oregon Public Library standards, and selecting award recipients.  A secondary focus was to update our website, strengthen our financial standing and continue to share information among Oregon public libraries. 

OLA Conference – PLD sponsored 9 workshops and one pre-conference
The PLD executive board continued to provide a variety of conference experiences in 2006.  Again our pre-conference “Readers Advisory” had the second highest attendance of any event in the conference.  Other programs sponsored by PLD were:

Review Public Library Standards
We continued to work on the Oregon Public Library Standards, revising the standards for “Staff” and “Materials and Services”.  Linda Lybecker and Max Leek did the primary revisions, presented it to the board, which discussed and revised it further.  These revisions were presented at the general membership meeting in April and approved in a general election held after the conference.

PLD Website Revised
Linda Malone, PLD chair raised the concern that the PLD website had not been revised in a very long time.  Dan Bjerke volunteered to become the PLD webmaster and created new pages for us.  He used the “old” information and put it into a redesigned page with standard navigation tools in headers and footers.  His proposals were accepted by the board and the new website went live before the April conference 2006.  One new feature is a page of “best practices and policies” to allow members to compare policies between libraries.
